In winter and early spring, some plants are shipped dormant. They
may look bad or even dead at first glance, but some plants require
vernalization (cold period) to grow and flower properly. Vernalized
cells often finish and flower better than non-vernalized material.

Call if you suspect a problem, but wait to file a claim. While waiting
for new growth, keep plants in bright light and water sparingly.
